· Breast cancer is the most common cause of death from cancer in Victorian women

· 1 in 11 Victorian women will develop breast cancer before she reaches age 75

· Age is the major risk factor

· 75% of new cases of breast cancer occur in women over the age of 50

What does BreastScreen Offer?

· The most effective way of detecting early breast cancer, before there are any signs or symptoms

· Women over 50 are routinely re-invited every two years

· Women and their general practitioners (where nominated) are notified of their screening results within two weeks
