Resident admitted to RACF

GP notified of admission by facility

Resident’s consent
For CMA obtained from resident

Take a full medical history

Prepare a list of diagnoses/problems based on the medical history and medical examination

Inform GPs contribution to a care plan for eligible residents

Conduct a comprehensive 
medical examination

New Resident

Significant change in medical condition and/
or psychological and/or physical function

Potential need of a CMA identified by GP,
resident or other member of care staff

Existing Resident

GP notified

CMA Consultation with resident

GP determines the resident needs a CMA 

RACF for planning and
provision of care

Resident’s medical record

Provide a written summary of the outcomes of the CMA

Inform medication
management review
