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hmr (Home Medicines Review) for harp (Hospital Admissions Risk Program)

What is HMR for HARP?

HMR for HARP is one of a group of programs run by the Eastern Divisions of General Practice in conjunction with the Hospital Admission Risk Program in Eastern Health

Aim of the HMR for HARP Program.

To decrease emergency department presentations through provision of a HMR for patients ‘at risk’ of admission. The HMR report will be used by the GP, the HARP worker and the pharmacy to optimize patient outcomes.

Benefits to Patients.

Patients who are identified through this program and participate in a HMR will have the following benefits:

· Assessment of current medication management including prescribed and alternative medications

· Interactions, duplications and contraindications documented

· Use of therapeutic devices examined

· Compliance and barriers to adherence identified

· Improved understanding of their medications

· Storage issues assessed with expired and ceased medications removed

How does the program work?

1. HARP workers will identify patients at high risk of hospitalization and refer them to the HMR for HARP program

2. HMR for HARP worker will contact the patient’s GP to ask them to action the HMR

3. The Accredited Pharmacist will conduct the HMR and complete a written report with recommendations to the GP

Each Division’s HMR Facilitator will offer support to the GP including

· Access to HMR referral forms

· Item 900 procedures and claims

· Practice staff education
How is the GP involved?


Once steps one to three have been completed the GP can claim MBS Item 900 ($131.35 - 100% rebatable)






STEP 3





The GP will develop a medication management plan in consultation with the patient





STEP 2





Following the HMR the GP receives a written report from the accredited pharmacist. The GP may choose to discuss this report with the pharmacist





STEP 1








GP refers patient for a HMR to patient’s usual pharmacy
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
