Practice Nurse must be appropriately qualified and trained to take cervical smears and provide 
preventive checks. In Victoria, this means that the practice nurse needs to train to become a 
credentialed Pap test provider through an accredited training course.  

Services for items 10994 and 10995 must include a Pap smear 
and at least one preventive check from the following:

Checks for sexually transmitted infections (including chlamydia)

Taking of a sexual and reproductive history

Advice on contraception

Breast awareness education

Advice on post natal issues 

Continence advice and education;

and may also include:
Smoking, Nutrition, Alcohol and Physical Activity (SNAP) 
behavioural risk factor assessment

Blood pressure measurement

The medical practitioner does not need to be present during treatment of the wound. 


	
 Additional bulk billing incentive items 10990, 10991 or 10992  apply for patients who are under the age of 16, or patients who are Commonwealth concession card holders.  

It is acceptable to claim a standard consultation item if the GP sees the patient during the same visit to the 
surgery, if clinically warranted.  This should be annotated on the claim form.  However the GP does not need 
to see the patient in order for 10996 to be claimed, except for the initial assessment.

Provision of monitoring and support for a person with a chronic disease between the more structured reviews of GP care plans undertaken by the patient's usual GP
	
Chronic disease management support provided by a Practice Nurse  
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Item 10997 may be used to provide:

Checks on clinical progress;

Monitoring medication compliance;

Self management advice, and;
Collection of information to support GP reviews of Care Plans.

The services provided by the Practice Nurse should be consistent with the scope of the GP Management Plan, Team Care Arrangement or Multidisciplinary Care Plan.

	
 It can only be accessed by patients with a GP Management Plan, Team Care Arrangements or Multidisciplinary Care Plan (including items 729 or 731) in place.
Additional bulk billing incentive items 10990, 10991 or 10992  apply for patients who are under the age of 16,
or patients who are Commonwealth concession card holders.

	Child health check for a patient who is of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander descent and aged 0 to 14 years inclusive
	Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Child Health Check
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The practice nurse (or an Aboriginal Helath Worker) can:

· Explain components of the item and any fees to the client, and obtaining client consent

· Collect information to support the assessment, including medical history

· Provide investigations and interventions for which PN/AHW is qualified

The information collection component of the Child Health Check may be completed by a Practice Nurse or AHW where:

* The patient's medical practitioner has initiated the collection of information by a third party, after the patient has agreed to the Health Check and has agreed to a third party collecting information for the assessment;

* The patient is told whether or not information collected about them for the health check will be retained by the third party; and

* The third party acts under the supervision of the medical practitioner.
	Additional bulk billing incentive items 10990, 10991 or 10992  apply for patients who are under the age of 16,
or patients who are Commonwealth concession card holders.  

The assessment may identify the need for further services that can be remunerated through other MBS 
items.

	Child health check for a child who is receiving or has received their 4 year old immunisation, to see if they are healthy, fit and ready to learn when they start school.
	Healthy Kids Check
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Provision of a Healthy Kids Check by either a GP, or by a practice nurse on behalf of and under the supervision of a medical practitioner. 
The health check must include:

• information collection, including taking a patient history and undertaking examinations and investigations  as required;

• assessment of the child’s health, including basic physical examinations such as height and weight, eyesight, hearing, oral health, toileting, and allergies 

• initiating interventions and/or referrals as indicated; and

• providing health advice and information to the patient’s parents/guardians, utilising the 
Department's publication on developing healthy habits for kids (the Guide) and other relevant information (such as a parent/guardian-held child health record).
The health check may also include examinations of diet, physical activity, lifestyle risk factors, developmental milestones, speech and language, fine and gross motor skills, behaviour and mood, and examinations relating to other local issues (such as communicable disease outbreaks)
	Additional bulk billing incentive items 10990, 10991 or 10992 apply for patients who are under the age of 16, 
or patients who are Commonwealth concession card holders.  

The assessment may identify the need for further services that can be remunerated through other MBS items.

�This symbol indicates Item Numbers whereby a Practice Nurse can assist a GP with some or all tasks with their patient. Roles that a PN may assist a GP in undertaking may include: identifying patients who may be eligible for service; explaining the items and fees to patients; information collection including taking or reviewing medical history;  undertaking examinations and investigations for which the PN/AHW is qualified and where required; investigations and interventions for which the PN is qualified; assist in aspects of patient assessment, identification of patient needs, and making arrangements for services; managing review appointments system; establishing/utilising a patient recall/reminder system and recalling the patient for care plan reviews; tasks involved in TCAs (Team Care Arrangements); gathering and liaising with other people to document relevant information for the GP; provide advice and information to the patient; PNs can assist the GP in obtaining information relevant to the CMA for the GPs consideration, in taking the resident’s history and in the examination, but cannot replace the GPs involvement in any component of the CMA; contacting other providers; assistance to GP in coordination of services; managing the patient’s progress between consultations with the GP; PN can, if appropriately trained, perform a smear so a PN cervical screening item can be claimed; facilitate some referrals (eg: into community pharmacy).�
